Blue Ridge Autism and Achievement Center Transition Data- 2002-2010

The Blue Ridge Autism and Achievement Center is often asked what our main goal is.  The main goal for students served in our school is that they become successful within our own community.  This means that we work hard to transition students back into settings in which they can succeed with typically developing children.   As of December 6, 2010, BRAC/BRAAC has served a total of 112 students in the private day school (not counting consultative services, social skills groups, etc.) since August of 2002.  Sixty-six students (including typical peer model students) have transitioned into other programs.  (See chart below).  Students with unique learning challenges such as behavioral needs, autism, etc., move with a transition plan to support him/her in the month to year after the transition takes place, as long as the plan is embraced by the accepting school.
